ADDITIONAL NOTES:
SF-Style 2-Step refers to the SSQQ style of two-step (i.e. starting on the “slow” step) 
more common in the western U.S., incorporating moves that have a swing feel to 
them.  Visitors accustomed to the QQSS or “progressive” style of two-step are especially 
encouraged to learn this style for easier mingling with the natives.
Line Dance Preview will demo all the line dances being taught this weekend.

Progressive 2-Step - see Friday’s notes on “SF-Style 2-Step.” 
Intermediate Progressive 2-Step Basics will begin with a primer aimed at local danc-
ers accustomed to the San Francisco style of SSQQ.
Competition Basics presents tips and tricks for entering line dance competitions.
Techniques Workshops will focus more on leader and follower interactions: how a 
leader signals direction and moves, and how a follower interprets those signals, and 
how both work together to create a partnership.
East Coast Swing can have a triple-step, double-step, or single-step beat. Single-step 
is used with the fast style of ECS dancing commonly seen in San Francisco.
